"Well, growing up as a player, you always have
goals for yourself. It could be to make the varsity
team, it could be to get a Division I scholarship,
and you know, once you're bere at Duke, it's
immediately to go to a Final Four. And you bhear
teams say it, you know, every team bas banners,
they bawve little inspirational quotes they use to

get to Final Fours, but really, ultimately only four
teams in the entire nation make it. It is a very
select group, and to be a part of that, I still to this
day bhave not fully grasped the impact that will
bhave just on my basketball career and on my life
after this. It's something that you need to be a little
bit farther removed from to really appreciate what
the experience was. And the good thing about being
at Duke is that a Final Four is simply that, it's a
Final Four and it's not a national championship, so
we're going to use that to propel us bopefully to the
next game."
